Entrance
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The Plaza

The Plaza welcomes patrons, offering a
memorable first impression of the
building. A modern gate will ensure
unobstructed views for passersby and
patrons, seamlessly connecting the Plaza
with the street.

Enhanced landscaping will feature water
elements and cozy firepits, creating an
inviting atmosphere year-round   

Key attractions such as the Wine Tasting
Room, Cafe/Bakery, Bottle Shop/Market,
and Beer Garden create a vibrant,
communal space for all to enjoy.



Bakery/Cafe 

Located on the ground floor and
accessible through The Plaza,
the bakery offers a variety of
products daily, with one special
loaf for every day of the week.
The focus is on seasonality -
adding locally sourced
ingredients to the products
whenever possible.

Patrons can enjoy offerings such
as freshly baked pastries, crusty
artisanal breads, and more.



Wine Tasting Room

Guerneville’s prime location in the
heart of the Russian River Valley,
surrounded by pristine vineyards and
wineries, makes it the perfect setting
for our Wine Tasting Room. Both
visitors and locals will enjoy a curated
selection of a local wineries —
seamlessly complementing
neighboring businesses and
expanding options for crafting a
unique experience.
